1. If you are unwell, injured or have had an accident that requires
first aid then see first aider first before contacting your
parent/carer.

2. first aider will be able to assess your illness/injury, support you
and contact your parent/carer if necessary.

3. If during class time then you should collect a pink slip from your
teacher before going to the nursing suite (if you don’t have one of
these then you will be asked to return to class).

4. first aider will complete your pink slip with a response for your
class teacher to let them know that you have been seen or, if
necessary, that you need to go home.

Reminder — First Floor Expectation

Due to an increasing number of students carrying food on the first

floor, areminder of the First Floor Expectations for all S1 to S6

pupils:
- At no time during the school day, is food or drink (except water)
allowed on the first floor.

- Before Registration at 8.38am the first floor is closed to all S1-S3
pupils.

- At lunchtime, the first floor is closed to all pupils for the first
twenty minutes.

- The only exceptions to these two rules about opening times are
pupils with passes from Guidance and those taking part in clubs.

Whilst pupils are on the First Floor, they are expected to:
- Be respectful to all staff, learners and events taking place.
- Abide by MERIT expectations.

- Have no food or drink, except water.

If they do not, they will be expected to leave the First Floor.

- Appropriate footwear should be worn on the astro at all times. No
footwear is not acceptable. Please bring suitable footwear for PE
lessons.

- No phones should be brought into practical lessons. These can
be placed in the valuables tray (recommended) or left in bag in
changing room (own risk).
